It is your responsibility to deliver
the application to your National Federation or Association in sufficient time for them to
submit it by the deadline.

- publications (if numerous, list the six most important)

Employment (if relevant):

- name and address of most recent employer first.

- other relevant and significant life activities and community involvement

Other grants for which you are an applicant or recipient

Research/study proposal:



- place of research or study. Attach proof of enrolment or of provisional acceptance from the
University or other institution at which you propose to work/ are working.

- specific aims of project for which you would use the funds

- proposed tenure of the Georgina Sweet Fellowship; give details of dates.

Any further information on yourself that you consider relevant to the support of your
application

Referees:

- Give the names, positions and contact addresses (including FAX and e-mail) of two
independent referees who are familiar with your academic record and who are able to
comment on your proposed project.
